Hedges and Boundaries 
It is the responsibility of residents to ensure that any growth on their property does not grow 
beyond their boundary and, in particular, does not overlap a footpath or pavement. The RSPB 
recommend that cutting back hedges and trees is avoided between March and August as this is 
the main season for nesting birds (the disturbance of which would breach the Wildlife and 
Countryside Act 1981) so now is a good time to trim back. Please see 
http://www.rspb.org.uk/advice/gardening/planting/hedges/the_law.aspx for more information.
