A few weeks ago the high winds which came the day before and during the green bin collection did result in
a fair amount of litter from fallen bins. | got to that as quick as | could which was a day or so after.

I think the only negative feedback is aimed at Leeds City Council for not emptying the public bins enough.
The bins around the village have been overflowing on more than one occasion throughout the year some of

| have collected on average 4-6 sacks per month which has been the least amount to date since taking on
the role.
